Dates of Course: November 12, 2011 – March 16, 2012

Description of Activity: Participants focus on using assessments for learning through classroom instruction which may be followed by action research using a variety of data collection and analyses.

Course Overview: 
This course is focused on supporting Maryland teachers Pre K – 12 as they integrate educational technology into their instruction and assessments. Teacher – participants will connect theory to best practices through study, application, and reflection on research, problem solving, and instructional strategies in order to enrich and improve teaching and learning for all students.

Course Outcomes:

	Participants will:
· Investigate pedagogical content knowledge and applications to ensure that all students learn in their academic discipline(s).
· How to plan instruction to meet the new Common Core State Standard
· How to design assessments from PARCC 
               (Partnership for Assessment for Readiness for College and Careers) and match to the MD CCSS.
· Identify individual differences, diagnose student needs and prescribe tasks that create better    correlations between learning needs and preferences.
· Reflect on their practice and be committed to continued professional growth
· Evaluate and implement the use of effective technology into the differentiated classroom.
· Reflect on their practice regarding differentiation, promoting thoughtful discussions, monitoring student progress, involving students in the learning process and providing meaningful and descriptive feedback.

1. If your task were to be used for instruction, rather than assessment, would you change the task in any way? Why? Why not?
2. How did you use technology to capture student evidences? Are there additional ways technology could be useful in helping you capture student evidences, either in developing the task or scoring the student responses?
3. What questions would you want to ask student responders to your task to help you better understand the strengths and shortcomings of the task you designed?
4. How was sufficient performance defined? How does a focus on evidence help you to designate sufficient performance?
5. How did you select your tool of measurement to determine sufficient performance? What refinements to the tools might be needed after your field-test your task with students?

After reading the research report, take time to reflect on what you have just learned and respond in writing to the five questions.
